Grade 5-6-7-8 Locker Expectations and Agreement


Lockers are made available to students for use in storing school supplies, books and personal items necessary for use in school.  They are not to be used to store items which cause, or can reasonably be foreseen to cause, an interference with school purposes or an educational function, or which are forbidden by state law or school rules.  A student who uses a locker that is on the property of the school corporation is presumed to have no expectations of privacy in that locker or to the contents of the locker.  The administration has the right to search the locker (as well as a desk, backpack, etc.) when there are reasonable grounds to do so.  The student will normally be in attendance when a locker is searched.  Contents must conform with acceptable materials to the school building (i.e. no electronic devices, active cell phones, or aerosol cans).

In addition to the aforementioned items, valuables should not be left in lockers.  The school assumes no responsibility for the loss of or damage to any items left in a locker.  The only food items stored in the locker should be those to be consumed that day.  All food items should be packaged to prevent leakage and perishable items need to be in proper containers to avoid spoilage.


Lockers are a permanent part of the building and belong to the school.  They are on loan to the students who are expected to keep them in good, useable condition.  Each locker is assigned by the school administration.  It is the responsibility of each student to keep his/her locker clean and locked at all times (when not obtaining materials).  Students are NOT to share their locker with another student.  Combinations of the locker ate to be kept confidential and also should not be shared.

· Cleaning of lockers will occur from time to time in accordance with general housekeeping or if the student is no longer enrolled in the school.

· It is the student’s responsibility for the car of the locker.  Any damage will result in a fine for the repair of replacement of the locker.

· A “fine” will be issued for any lost combination, which needs to be reissued.


Students may only obtain items from the lockers at the assigned times.  These times are coordinated with student rotation and the class schedule and are designed to allow access for them to be properly prepared for class.  As a component of forming responsible young adults, no one should leave class to go to a locker.
